FOR EXAMPLE:

CLIMATE CHANGE KS2

We have developed our Climate Change course to help you get this
important message across to your pupils in a fun way which is easily
understood.

Jen’s Game—The children are divided into groups living on five
equal sized islands, marked out on the ground. Weather conditions
change, some islands are flooded, so the island size is reduced,
some have no rain resulting in crop failure, and no food. Global
warming is experienced first hand. The children choose what to do,
to move or to stay. Will they all end up on one safe island? This
could cause overcrowding and lead to aggression. Decisions need to
be made.

Building Challenge—an activity using a map and key, pictures and
symbols of building materials which they children have to match mak-
ing good environmental decisions. What is the best way to build a
house?

Wildlife Corridors-Some animals have to move out of their homes
which are no longer suitable as the weather has changed. How do
they move to a nearby habitat? They must travel along wildlife corri-
dors. The children become the animals and answer questions about
themselves as they move down the corridor.

Weather and Wildlife—What is the weather like today? Which ani-

mals like these conditions and come out to play? But if the weather

changes, can they survive? How do they adapt? Exploring solar and
wind power .
